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Renowned Marine Biologist

Dr. Syed Zahoor Qasim

Late Dr SyedZahoorQasimRahmahumullzh was
a renowned marine biologist and 1 come te know his
personality in JamiaMillialslamiaUniversity, Delhi
when 1 was doing my orientation course in that
university. | have been thinking to write about his
expedition to the sca world (polar biology) since then.
Now the bell is ringing from the demand of the time
comes for publication of article in our college magazine.
I took this opportunity to write few lines about the
biggest persenality Dr. Qasim. And at the same time [,
sincerely, seek apology from each and every near and
dear one of Dr. Qasim, if something missed out in my
writings.He was only the biggest achiever in Polar
Biology and later he is considered as the founder of
Polar Biclogy in India and was part of the first Indian
expedition to Antarctica in 1981-82. Dr
SyedZahoorQasim was born on 27th December 1926
ar Allahabad, Urtar Pradesh. He completed his carly
cducation in Allahabad and joined Aligarh Muslim
University, Aligarh in 1947. During his student life,
he was resident of Muzanmumnil Hostel in VigarulMulk
Hall (VM Hall). He took his B.Sc. in 1949 and M.Sc.
degree in Zoology in 1951. He stood first in the order of
Merit for which he was awarded University Gold
Medal. For a few years, he was a lecturer in the
Department of Zoology at Aligarh before proceeding
to the United Kingdom for higher studies in 1953. He
returned to India in December of 1956 and joined the
Department of Zoology of Aligarh Muslim University
(AMU) as a Lecturer. He became Reader in 1957 and
started a new laboratory of Fish and Fisheries in the
Department, Marine biology also known as Polar
Biology is the scientific study of organisms in
the ocean or other marine or brackish bodies of water.

Given that in biology many phyla, families

and genera have some species that live in the sca and
others that live on land, marine biology classifies
species based on the environment rather than

on taxonomy. Marine biology differs from marine
ecology as marine ccology is focused on how organisms
interact with each other and the environment,
while biology is the study of the organisms themselves.
A large proportion of all life on Earth lives in the ocean.
Exactly how large the proportion is unknown, since
many ocean species are still to be discovered. The ocean
is a complex three-dimensional world covering
approximately 71% of the Earth’s surface. The habitats
studied in marine biology include everything from the
tiny layers of surface water in which organisms and
abiotic items may be rtrapped insurface
tension between the ocean and atmosphere, to the
depths of the oceanic trenches, sometimes 10,000
meters or more beneath the surface of the ocean.
Specific  habitats include coral reefs, kelp
forests, seagrass meadows, the surrounds
of seamounts and thermal vents, tidepools, muddy,

sandy and rocky bottoms, andl the open ocean (pelagic) o

zone, where solid objects are rare and the surface of -
the water is the only visible boundary. The organisms
studied range from microscopic phytoplankton
and zooplankton to huge cetaceans (whales) 30 meers
(98 feet) in length. Marine life is a vast resource,
providing food, medicine, and raw materials, in
addition to helping to support recreation
and tourism all over the world. At a fundamental level,
marine life helps determine the very nature of our
planet. Marine organisms contribute significantly to
the oxygen cycle, and are involved in the regulation of
the Earth's climate. Shorelines are in pare shaped and
protected by marine life, and some marine organisms
even help create new land. Many species are
economically important to humans, including food
fish (both fin-fish and shellfish). It is also becoming
understood that the well-being of marine organisms
and other organisms are linked in very fundamental
ways. The human body of knowledge regarding the
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relationship between life in the sea and important
cyclesis rapidly growing, with new discoverics i:u:n'.lg,i
made nearly every day. These eycles include thaicp

matter (such as the carbon cycle) and of air (such
as Earth's respiration, and movement of cnergy
through ecosystems including theocean). Large areas
bencath the ocean surface still remain c[fcctw"-'i_}r
unexplored. So Dr. Qasim has done the study on thIIE
totally different subject. He used to speak to his
followers that “Ham sab log aischi mar
jayengearsabhamebhuljayenge, par hamlog ychigeheresagar par
mar jayenge tokamsekam log hameyaadrakhenge™(we will die
and the people will forget us, but if we dic in thisdeep
see people will always remember us till forever) (source
from JamiaMillialslamia University, New Delhi).

In 1962, he joined the Central Institute of
Fisherics Education, Bombay (Mumbai) as a Professor
of Fisheries Biology and in 1964, moved to Cochin as
Assistant Director in the Directorate of International
Indian Ocean Expedition ([IOE) under the Council
of Scientific and Industrial Rescarch (CSIR). Here he
extensively worked on biological oceanography
especially on the primary productivity of Kerala
Backwaters and on the atolls of Lakshadweep. From
1970 to 1973, Dr. Qasim was the Director of the Central
Marine Fisheries Research Institure at Cochin. Healso
held the additional charge of the Central Institute of
Fisheries Technology, Cochin for about one year. Here
he promoted new lines of work in Fisherics Biology
and initiated the development of mussel culture and
pearl culture rechniques for the first time in India. This
work earned him the prestigious award of
*PadmaShri.”. In January 1974, he took over as the
Director of the National Institute of Oceanography
(N10), Goa. In February 1976 he was responsible for
the commissioning of the first Oceanographic
Rescarch Vessel Ganeshani for NIO. He initiated many
new programs on the productivity of the Arabian Sea
and Bay of Bengal.

In May 1981, Dr. Qasim was appointed Secretary
to the Government of India in the Department of
Environment (DOE) and within a year (April 1982)
he took over as Secretary of the newly established

Department of Ocean Development. He has been

responsible for the acquisition of a second
Oceanographic Research Vessel “SagarSampada” for
the Indian Oceanographic research. Dr. Qasim led
India's First Expedition to the Antarctica and
successfully organized and guided the other seven

expeditions to the frozen continent from 1981 to 1988,

Kalam was selected as the president of india in
2002 with che support of both the ruling Bharatiya
Janata Party and the then oppesition indign national
congress. Widely referred to as the Peoples president,
he returned to his civilian life of education, writing
and public service after a single term. He was a
recipient of several prestigious awards, including
Bharat Ratna, indians highest civilian honour.

Corrupt parties indulged into by corrupt people at all
levels: there are several cause due to which the balck
money s created in a country. Black money is created
by the corrupt practice indulged in by politicians,
bureau crates and other high and low level civil
servants. They take huge or small bribes which are kepe
hidden as they illegal source of ecarning money. The
transactions in black money do take place in the
market due to which the term parallel economy comes
into existence. Only very rarely these transaction are
caught and most of the affenders of creation of black
money are never known to the government. The second
important reason that these transaction remain hidden

is that both the offenders and the executors of few

collude with each other and become the shares in black
money. People in all walks of life from the rich business
tycoons, the high level politicians, the senior
bureaucrats to the low level government servants

including class iv employces are servents invoved in
this phenomenon of black money creation. Recently a
racket of fake certificates of OBC and SCs has been
found for admission into delhi university. Itis reported
that Rs. 3-Rs 5 lakh were paid to obtain these bribe
certificates.

Lot of black money during elction campaigns: The
clection process of our country is also a big generator
of black money election campaigns run by the
candidates for parliamentary or assembly elections or
for any local bodies generated crores and crores of black
money during the period of electionned, a study by
the mumbai based centre for monitoring india
economics (CMIE) found in 2006 that each
parliamentary poll generates between $10.19 biillion
and $11.33 billion of black moncy. It will becomes a
shocking and mind figures and the black money so
created will run into several crores of rupees if we also
include the clections to the legislative assemblies of
the states and union testiories and the local bodies.

Various other parts of China, Sumeria, India and North
America confiming that the flute is not only the oldest among instruments
but also was the most popular among our ancient ancestor. Ancient
Sumerians, Egyptians, Greeks, Indians, Chinese and Japanese all used early
versions of today’s [lutes. Many different cultures have their own take on
the flute, and many of them developed independently from one another.
A flute requires more air than any other instruments, including che

tuba. A flute playing musican is called a flute player, 2 flutist, a flautist, a
flauter, or a flutenist, William Bennett, Julius Baker, Sir James Galway,
Jeanne Baxtresser are some of the greatest flautists of all time.

In India, the
Hindu God Krishna is considered master of the bamboo flute and is slways
portrayed with one, Handed down from anclent thmes the [lute continues
to hold its place as an instrument of repute and fs featured in most
orchestras.

The Western Concern Flute:
Developed From 19 Century
German flute, the western concert
flute is made from various
materials including wood, nickel,
brass, silver, gold and sometimes
even platinum. The moclern concert
flute uses a flute range developed
by Theonald Bochm, known as the
Bochm system, the Western
concert flute has a range of three
octaves, starting from the middle
C. This makes it one of the highest
common orehestral instruments,
with exception of the piccolo,
which plays an octave higher.

The Chinese and Japanese
Elute: There are many kinds of
Chinese flutes or dizi They come in
different size, structures (with or
without a resonance membrane),
number of holes (from 6 to 11} and
intonations (different keys). The
most popular of Chinese flutes are
the banfd, quid, and dandi, the most
popular being the vertically played
bamboo flute called the xigo.
Chinese futes are mostly made of
bamboo, bur they also come in
wood, jade, bone and iron. Japenese
Hutes called fue are mainly of two
types-the transverse and end-
blown. They hold and important
place in Japanese music and can be
found in all traditional Japanese
Compositions.

The Indian Flute: The Indian
Flute is traditionally made of
bamboo and was insependently
developed ' from its western
counterpart. Primarily found and
used in folk music, the Indian
Classical Flute was developed into
a classical musical instrument by
legenclary Qutist Pannalal Ghosh,
He transtormed the tiny folk
instrument into a bamboo flute (32
inches long with ':;E'L'-.‘nﬁngcr h{}l@}
suitable for playing traditiony)
Indian classical music, Compared
to its folk counterpart, the Indian
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Classical Flute has an extra hole, the seventh, to
accommodate the entire range of traditional ragas.
Pandit Raghunath Prasanna further developed various
technigues that would aloe the fute to faithfully
reproduce the subtleties and nuances of Indian
Classical music. Some of the well-known Indian
fhutists are: Hari Prasad Chaurasia, Raghunath Seth,
Pannalal Ghosh.

Apart from Indian Classical Flute, the Bansuri, with
six finger holes and one embouchure hole, is popular
in North Indian Hindustani Music. The word Bansuri
originates in the Bans () [Bamboo]+sur ( )[melody].
Bansurt is traditionally made from a single hollow shalt
of bamboo with six of eight finger holes, but modern
designs come in ivory, fiberglass and various metals.
The six-hole instruments covers two and a half octaves
of music. The bansuri is typically between 30
centimeters (12 inches) and 75 centimeters (30 inches)
in length, and the thickness of a human thumb. One
end is closed, and few centimeters form the closed end
isit blow hole. Longer bansuris feature deeper tones and
low pitches. The traditional design features no
mechanical keys, and the musician created the notes
he wants by trapping the various finger holes.

The bansuri-like flute is depicred in ancient
Buddhist, Hindu and Jain remple paintings and reliefs,

45 well as is common in the iconogra phy of the Hindy
God Krishna: it is intimately linked to the love story
Krishna and Radha. The bansuri is revered as lord
Krishna's divine instrument and is often associated
with Krishna's Raas Lila dance. These legends
sometimes use alternate names [or this wind
instrument, such as Murali

Bansuri is traditionally produced from a special
type of bamboo, that naturally grows to lonf lengths
hetween ist nodes. These are particularly found in the
northeastern (near Assam, Arunac hal Pradesh.
Meghalaya, Manipur, Mizoram, Nagaland, Sikkim,
Tripura) and Western Ghats (near Kerela) states of
indlia whrere numerous bamboo species grow with
intermodal lengths greater than 40 centimerers (16
inches). The harvested bamboo with a desired
diameter is cut, dried and treated with natural oils
and resins to strengthen it. Once ready, the artisans
examines the smoothness, straightness, and measure
the dried hollow tube, The mark the exact position
for hole, then use hot metal rod skewers of different
diameters toburnin the holes. The distance of a finger-
hole from the mouth-hole, and the diameter of che
finger-hole controls the note it plays. Adjustments to
the ciameters of various holes are made by the artisans
